SAFE AND SECURE  

Further to our article on ñEmpty Propertiesò in the last issue please 

consider the following scenario: 

The knock on the door could come late at night. A policeman stands there 

and tells you that your property has been broken into, or simply found 

empty with the door open ï but no signs of forced entry ï and the place 

vandalised. 

This may be every property ownerôs worst nightmare and one that will 

inevitably involve protracted negotiations with an insurance company, but 

it is something regarding which landlords can at least try to minimise the 

possibility. 

Invalidated insurance 

It is very important to be aware that if there is no violent and forcible 

entry to the premises there is no insurance cover for theft and theft 

damage (including malicious damage). In other words, if someone has 

gained access to the premises by having a key (to which they were not 

entitled) your property ownersô insurance could be worthless in respect of 

any damage done. 

Change locks 

The basic step of simply changing your propertyôs external locks after 

every change of tenant can be a good way of ensuring that you are less 

likely to be woken up in the early hours and told that your property is now 

unusable. 

Squatters 

It is not so much that the previous tenants are untrustworthy and liable to 

pass on copies of their keys to others who may squat in the property, or 

simply enter and cause damage. The issue is that, like any of us, they 

could become relatively negligent about taking precautions that might 

previously have appeared perfectly normal, once they are no longer 

directly interested in something. 

In this case, a tenant moves out and is therefore focussed primarily on 

their new home; they do not think carefully about the old place and may 

not therefore consider the security of keys that they may have failed to

hand in ï perhaps because they had duplicates made for friends or family 

members. 

While these may not deliberately be given to miscreants, they could easily 

be neglected and, if there are any identifying marks, present a first-class 

opportunity for thieves or vandals to gain access and do damage ï or 

even take illegal possession. 

Beware of professional criminals 

Not all issues relate to property being accessed by those with no right to 

be there, but who have ófoundô a key. Discovering that your property has 

been taken over for use as a cannabis farm is not necessarily something 

that even the most stringent tenant checks will prevent, but it is essential 

to go through the steps, or legal expenses insurance could be ineffective. 

Getting the right advice 

It is important to seek independent professional advice before making any 

decision about your property ownersô property and liability insurance as 

well as your financial obligations. You should always ask your insurance 

advisers what experience they have of dealing with residential and/or 

commercial rental property insurance.  To find out your insurance 

position please ring our Insurance experts 01603 216399 make sure that you 

are covered.

Furniture in rented houses. 

In new lets from January 1997 all upholstered furniture included in rented 

property MUST comply with the ignitability tests of the regulations whether the 

Landlord or the Tenant has purchased it. 

Drying problems 

When people dry their clothes on radiators, not only is it a problem for the wall 

behind the radiator, it also emits, on average 6 litres of water vapour into the 

air. Electric dryers without condensers do likewise. It is worth negotiating with 

your tenants and installing a vent through the external wall to help prevent ex-

cess condensation. 

Air Flow 

Removing damp from the air in a property is simple. Open windows and or 

doors. You will actually save your heating bills as damp warm air takes more 

energy to heat than cool dry air. 

LHA Fixed 

LHA rates are to be frozen as from April, and will subsequently, from 2013 only 

be changed once a year, either to the previous annual rate or the  

September CPI rate, whichever is the lower. 

Landlady fined 

A Landlady who failed to supply hot water to her Tenant for four months was

Who pays the (water) Piper? 
The non-payment of water bills currently accounts for over £1.6bn per year.  

The occupier of a property is liable to pay the water bill but some people do not 

pay their bills. The majority of water debtors are private tenants. 

It is in a Landlords interest to notify the local water authority of the names of 

tenants responsible for payment of water charges. Itôs vital to include in your 

tenancy agreement a clear statement of tenants water charge responsibility .   

New legislation passed in 2010 includes powers to make landlords responsible 

for paying water charges, unless they can show that someone else should be 

liable; this decision is currently under review. 

Before 1999, the approach to bad debt was straightforward: the water compa-

nies simply turned off the supply. Now, however, they are not allowed to do 

this, and while they have a statutory duty to supply water, they have no statu-

tory power to withdraw supply, or to insist that occupiers or property owners 

give the identity of those who should be billed, or even to require a contract 

between the supplier and the customer. Obviously once the tenant has moved 

out of the property, it becomes harder to chase the debt. 

ñWe agree that water companies could do more to limit bad debts. Many land-

lords do already voluntarily provide information, but this could be made far 

easier and therefore encourage far more data sharing with the right systems in 

place.ò ñI have been in touch with Severn Trent and requested that they come to 

address our members, but they said they didnôt do that sort of thing: They did 

say they would send a standard notification form to make available to all our 

members, but two months on and still nothing.ò
